Climb Conic Hill for incredible views of 
Loch Lomond and nearby Ben Lomond.

Enjoy a pub lunch at The Oak Tree Inn.

Learn about the history and geology of Loch 
Lomond at the National Park Visitor Centre.

Enjoy a locally brewed beer, ale or cider on tap in 
the Oak Tree Inn, or in bottles at The Village Shop.

Visit the Tom Weir Statue.

Follow the Loch side pathways 
and explore beaches.

Take the kids to play in the play park.
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St Mocha Coffee Shop and Ice Cream Parlour is open daily, 
serving coffee roasted on site by The Loch Lomond Coffee 
Co. along with delicious home baking and speciality teas. 

St Mocha also serves Loch Lomond’s first authentic home 
made ice cream - Loch Lomond Luxury ice cream, which is 
made on site. You can buy bags of Loch Lomond Coffee, with 
a donation of 50p from each bag sold going to red squirrel 
conservation in the National Park.
